Never indulging in the celebration of the “typical” qualities and features of a place, Monica Fritz prefers to wander out of place. In her gaze, the
ordinary becomes mysterious, the exotic appears familiar, silences evoke harmony. A commonplace scene, one that could be anywhere, suddenly
proclaims itself to belong to that instant where and when the photographer, through light and shade, has captured its essence.. A rhythmic succession
of wonders: frame after frame, objects and humans cross paths by coincidence, to discover that they were made for each other. But this is a secret, or
the impossible answer to the enigma that binds together Sicily and India, Sana’a and Istanbul, New York, Milan, or other fragments of space and time

interrogated by the photographer’s soul.
